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Outline of National Tax Agency Statistical Survey

The statistical survey of National Tax Agancy consists of “Census surveys” and “Sample surveys”.

1 Most of the “Census surveys” are conducted by the Tax Offices, which are subsequently compiled by the National
Tax Agency and Regional Taxation Bureaus. Statistical data for the surveys are collected not by additional special
surveys but using the existing data obtained in the course of the ordinary administration process of Tax Offices.

2 “Sample Surveys” comprise “Statistical Survey of Actual Status for Salary in the Private Sector”,“Corporation
Sample Survey” and “Sample Survey for Self-Assessment Income Tax”. All of them are based on the method of

sample survey.

(1) “Statistical Survey of Actual Statistics for Salary in the Private Sector” is generated from the following process.
First, the National Tax Agency extracts business enterprises (withholding tax agents) as objects of a sample survey.
Then the sampled enterprises fill in schedules about their employment income earners. Finally, the National Tax
Agency totalizes the schedules.
(2) “Corporation Sample Survey” and “Sample Survey for Self-Assessment Income Tax” are complied by the National

Tax Agency based on the summary tables and other data prepared by the Tax Offices.
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Notes on Use of Annual Statistics Report

1 Composition of Annual Statistics Report
(1 The statistics report consists of six parts namely, that is, “Part 1 Overview”, “Part I Direct National Tax”,
“Part Il Indirect National Tax”, “Part IV Collection”, and “Part V. Others” and “Part VI Styles of Forms”.
“Part I Direct National Tax” and “Part Ill Indirect National Tax” are arranged by tax item.
(2) Figures listed are in principle for the whole nation. But with respect important items, figures by regions

(by Regional Taxation Bureaus and by prefecture) and yearly comparison of them are listed.

2 Relationship of corresponding figures between tables
The figures in each table of “Part I Direct National Tax”, and “Part Il Indirect National Tax” are not the
same as corresponding figures in “Part IV Collection, 16-1 Statistics of National Tax Collection, (1) Statistics of
national tax collection, (2) Amount determined for collection by Regional Taxation Office ”, mainly due to the

difference in periods covered or the time of survey.

3 Unit and method of rounding fractions

(@) Since the figures in each table are derived by rounding off, the sum of individual figures in a table may not
equal to the subtotal or total.

(2) The unit of the amount of money listed is 1 million yen in principle (when the amount is small as a whole, or
when accuracy is required, 1,000 yen or 1 yen will be used as the unit).

Fractions are shown as “0”, and non-existence of corresponding figures is indicated by “—”. Unidentified cases

are indicated by “---”.

3 “X” in tables means that relevant figures are kept secret to protect information.

Tax and stamp duty settled by tax type includes withholding income tax of 15,627.1 billion yen (for the previous year, 14,486.0 billion yen), corporation tax of 11,995.3 billion
yen (10,328.9 billion yen), consumption tax 17,513.9 billion yen (17,228.2 billion yen), self-assessment income tax of 3,254.4 billion yen (3,125.1 billion yen), and inheritance tax of
2,292.0 billion yen (2,131.4 billion yen). Compared with the previous year, withholding income tax,corporation tax,consumption tax,self-assessment income tax and inheritance tax
increased by 1,141.2 billion yen (7.9%), 1,666.4 billion yen (16.1%), 285.7 billion yen (1.7%), 129.3 billion yen (4.1%), and 160.6 billion yen (7.5%) respectively. (see Table 2).

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From the viewpoint of the component ratio by tax type, withholding income tax is 26.6% (for the previous year, 26.1%), corporation tax is 20.4% (18.6%),
consumption tax is 29.8% (31.1%), self-assessement income tax is 5.5 % (5.6%) and inheritance tax is 3.9 % (3.8%) (see Table 2 and Figure 3).

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When the national tax revenue is divided into direct tax and indirect tax, the component ratio of direct tax is 57.8% (for the previous year, 55.7%) and
that of indirect tax is 42.2% (44.3%). The percentage of direct tax increased by 3.6 points compared to 10 years before (FY 2007) (see Figure 4).

The amount of withholding income tax (including special income tax for reconstruction) in 2017 is 18,054.1 billion yen (for the previous year, 16,721.8 billion
yen). It increased by 1,332.3 billion yen (rate of increase: 8.0%) compared to the previous year.

According to the breakdown by income type,employment income increased 313.3 billion yen from 10,392.1 to 10,705.4 billion yen (3.0%); dividend income
increased 554.4 billion yen from 3,738.1 to 4,292.5 billion yen (14.8%) ; remuneration, fee, etc. increased 20.5 billion yen from 1,200.2 to 1,220.7 billion yen (1.7%);
interest income, etc. increased 9.7 billion yen from 347.9 to 357.6 billion yen (2.8%) (see Table 8).

Terminology: 1 Total net income, etc. means the sum of total net income (total of interest income, dividend income, real estate income, business income, capital gains, occasional
income and miscellaneous income), amount of capital gains for the separate transfer and stocks, income from dividends of listed stock type, miscellaneous income
etc. that lie forward business, timber income, and retirement income, which is the total income after the deduction of the carried-over aggregation of profit and loss,

net loss, and casualty loss.

2 “Averaging taxation on fluctuating income and temporary income” means a special method of computation of amount of income tax for taxpayers who have
fluctuating income (such as income from fishing, remuneration for writing or music composition, and royalties for copyright) or temporary income (such as
contract money for baseball players). The amount of fluctuating income tends to fluctuate heavily by year and the amount of temporary income is in nature lump
sum money which covers income for several years. These income earners suffer unfair burden of tax due to progressive tax rate compared to those who earn rather
stable income every year. To adjust this problem, the taxpayers who have fluctuating income or temporary income that meets a certain condition can choose a special
computing system of tax.
