Outline of National Tax Agency Statistical Survey

The statistical survey of National Tax Agancy consists of 32 kinds of “Census surveys” and 3 kinds of “Sample
surveys”.

1 Most of the “Census surveys” are conducted by the Tax Offices, which are subsequently compiled by the National
Tax Agency and Regional Taxation Bureaus. Statistical data for the surveys are collected not by additional special
surveys but using the existing data obtained in the course of ordinary administration process of Tax Offices.

2 “Sample Surveys” comprise “Sample Survey for Self-Assessment Income Tax”, “Statistical Survey of Actual Status
for Salary in the Private Sector” and “Corporation Sample Survey”. All of them are based on the method of sample
survey.

(1) “Sample Survey for Self-Assessment Income Tax” and “Corporation Sample Survey” are complied by National

Tax Agency based on the summary tables and other data prepared by the Tax Offices.

(2) “Statistical Survey of Actual Statistics for Salary in the Private Sector” is generated from the following process.
First, National Tax Agency extracts business enterprises (withholding tax agents) as objects of sample survey.
Then the sampled enterprises fill in schedules about their employment income earners. Finally, National

Tax Agency totalizes the schedules.
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Notes on Use of Annual Statistics Report

1 Composition of Annual Statistics Report
(1) The statistics report consists of 6 parts, that is, “Part I Overview”, “Part II Direct National Tax”, “Part III
Indirect National Tax”, “Part IV Collection”, and “Part V. Others” and “Part VI Styles of Forms”.
“Part I Direct National Tax”’and “Part Ill Indirect National Tax”are arranged by tax items.
(2 Figures listed are in principle for the whole nation. But with respect important items, figures by regions

(by Regional Taxation Bureaus and by prefectures) and yearly comparison of them are listed.

2 Relationship of corresponding figures between tables
The figures in each table of “Part I Direct National Tax”, “Part Il Indirect National Tax”are not the same as
corresponding figures in “Part IV Collection, 16-1 Statistics of National Tax Collection, (1) Statistics of national
tax collection,(2) Amount determined for collection by Regional Taxation Office ”, mainly due to the difference of

periods covered or the time of survey.

3 Unit and method of rounding fractions
(6] Since the figures in each table are derived by rounding off, the sum of individual figures in a table may not
equal to the subtotal or total.
(2 The unit of the amount of money listed is 1 million yen in principle (when the amount is small as a whole, or
when accuracy is required, 1000 yen or 1 yen will be used as unit).
Fractions are shown as “0”, and non-existence of corresponding figures is indicated by “—”. Unidentified cases

are indicated by “++”.

3 “X” in tables means that relevant figures are kept secret to protect information.

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Outline of Results of Statistical Survey for FY2010
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Tax and Stamp revenues
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Total amount settled of tax and stamp revenues of 2010 fiscal year (for general account) is 41,486.8 billion yen (38,733.1 billion yen for the previous
year) and it is the increase of 2,753.7 billion yen (rate of increase: 7.1%) compared to the previous year (see Figure 1 and Table 2).

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Tax and stamp duty settled by tax type includes withholding income tax of 10,677.0billion yen (for the previous year, 10,499.5 billion yen) , corporation tax of 8,967.7 billion yen
(/6,356.4 billion yen), consumption tax 10,033.3 billion yen ( 9,807.5 billion yen), self-assessment income tax of 2,307.3 billion yen (2,414.4 billion yen), and inheritance tax of
1,250.4 billion yen ( 1,349.8 billion yen). Compared with the previous year, withholding income tax and corporation tax, consumption tax increased by177 .5 billion yen (1.7%), and
2611.3 billion yen (41.1%), 225.8 billion yen (2.3%),the revenue of self-assessment income tax, inheritance tax decreased by 107.1 billion yen (-4.4%), 99.4 billion yen (-7.4%)
respectively (see Table 2).

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From the viewpoint of the component ratio by tax type, withholding income tax is 25.7 % (for the previous year, 27.1 %), corporation tax is 21.6 % (16.4 %),
consumption tax is 24.2 % (25.3 %), self-assessement income tax is 5.6 % (6.2%) and inheritance tax is 3.0 % (3.5 %) (see Table 2 and Figure 3).

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When the national tax revenue is divided into direct tax and indirect tax, the component ratio of direct tax is 56.3%(for the previous year, 52.9 %) and
that of indirect tax is 43.7% (47.1%). The percentage of direct tax decreased by 5 point compared to 10 years before (FY 2000).

The percentages of direct tax in foreign countries are as follows: the US, 92.3 % ; the UK, 58.5 %; Italy, 53.4%; France, 43.0 %; Germany, 41.3%; while it
is 56.3% for Japan (see Figure 4).

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Withholding income tax
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The amount of withholding income tax in 2010 is 12,403.2 billion yen (for the previous year, 12,592.6 billion yen). It decreased by 189.4 billion yen (rate of

increase: -1.5 %) compared to the previous year.

According to the breakdown by income type, interest income,etc. decreased 113.7 billion yen from 662.0 to 548.2 billion yen (-17.2%); employment income
decreased 125.6 billion yen from 8,626.9 to 8,501.3 billion yen (-1.5%); dividend income increased 56.9 billion yen from 1,584.2 to 1,641.1 billion yen (3.6%);

remuneration, fee , etc. increased 0.9 billion yen from 1,149.9 to 1,150.8 billion yen (0.1%) (see Table 9).
